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CLUB INFORMATION 
 

 
CLUBHOUSE ACCESS ~ There are two entrances to the clubhouse.  The regatta entrance is located on the south side of the club and we ask that 
you use this entrance when you are wet and sandy.  At times when the regatta entrance is closed, please enter the club through the front doors.  
 
DRINK  TICKETS  ~  Drink Tickets will be on sale at the Front Desk and must be used to purchase beverages in the Grill, Trophy Bar, Starting 
Line Room Bar and Main Dining Room bars.  Please buy your drinks tickets prior to ordering your drinks.  All bars will require Drink Tickets for 
Non-Members.  (Members do not need to purchase drink tickets.) 
 
BAR  SERVICES  ~  The Grill and Trophy Bar are open daily from 11:00am-12 midnight, except for Monday and Tuesday when they are open 
from 4:00pm- 8:00pm only. 
 
FOOD SERVICES ~ The GRILL ROOM is open for regular lunch and dinner Wednesday- Sunday from 12 noon to 9:00pm.  The Grill Room is 
also open for brunch Saturday- Sunday from 11am – 3pm. The MAIN DINING ROOM serves lunch from 12 noon to 2:00pm Wednesday- 
Sunday.  Dinner is served in the Main Dinning Room from 6pm to 9pm Wednesday- Saturday, and 5:30pm to 8:30pm on Sunday.  Jackets are 
required in the Main Dining Room.  Reservations are requested, and required for parties of 12 or more. PLEASE NOTE: The club is closed on 
Mondays and Tuesdays.  Non-members may settle their bill with cash, Visa, or Mastercard. 
 
DRESS CODE ~ SPORT CLOTHES ARE APPROPRIATE IN ALL AREAS OF THE CLUBHOUSE.  BARE FEET ARE NOT 
PERMITTED AND SHOES MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES.  PLEASE REMOVE HATS WHEN ENTERING THE CLUBHOUSE. 
 
CELL PHONES  ~ THE USE OF CELLULAR PHONES OR SIMILAR DEVICES ARE NOT PERMITTED IN THE CLUBHOUSE. 
PLEASE TURN OFF ALL CELL PHONES UPON ENTERING THE CLUBHOUSE. 
 
MESSAGES  &  MAIL  ~  A Message Board will be located at the side entrance of the St. Francis Yacht Club, adjacent to the Official Regatta 
Bulletin Board.  Personal messages will be posted on this board.   Participants mail may be picked up from the Message Board. 
 
PARKING  ~ City ordinances do not allow any overnight parking in the Marina lot.  This includes campers as well as cars.  All boat trailers are to 
be registered with the Harbor Master to receive a permit if you have not already done so. 
 
INJURY  EMERGENCIES  ~ Please report any injury emergencies IMMEDIATELY to the Front Desk. 
 
GEAR  BAGS  ~  Do not leave gear bags within the Clubhouse hallways or rooms.  The coat-room will not be used for storage.  Place your bags 
and personal effects in your vehicle.  The St. Francis Yacht Club is not responsible for lost or stolen articles. 
 
MEDIA CENTER  ~ The Media Center  is located on the 2nd Floor of the Club in the Clippership Room.  It will be open Tuesday from Noon -
5:00pm and Wednesday-Friday  from 9:00am-5:00pm. 
 
SPECTATOR’S LOUNGE  ~ Families & guests of participants in the Regatta are welcome to view racing from the Race Deck, as well as use the 
Clubhouse Facilities Tuesday thru Sunday.  
 
PAY  PHONES  ~  Pay phones are located in the hallway adjacent to the side entrance of the Yacht Club.  Additional pay phones are in the regatta 
entrance hallway across from the Notice Board and down at the Docks.   
 
LOCKER ROOMS ~ You may use the locker rooms, showers, and sauna.  Please do NOT remove the towels from the locker rooms and please 
clean up after yourself.  All towels need to remain in the locker room and after use should be placed in the towel basket next to the showers.  Also, 
do not put personal locks on the lockers; any personal locks will be removed.  Additionally any sailing gear left in the locker rooms WILL BE 
removed at the end of each day, so do NOT leave your gear there overnight. 
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
